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After a brief introduction to the food bank, volunteers were split up into teams, each sorting and packaging di erent types of food. The II-
linois Food Bank (IFB) distributes meals to hungry people through over 520 food-assistance sitesin 13 counties. Thisincludes a network of
nonpro tfood pantries, shelters, soup kitchens, and other food assistance sites. Inthe scalyear of 2007 alone, the Food Bank distributed
22 million pounds of food.
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As a part of the Food Bank s Youth Nutrition Programs, during the summer, over 2,300 children receive lunches every day. Through its Food
Rescue & Recovery Program, the Food Bank was able to save nearly 2.5 million pounds of food in the scal year of 2007 alone. The Mobile
Pantryisa travelingfood pantry that delivers meat, produce, and nonperishable food directly to clients at agency sites and other locations
where low-income people need food assistance.
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A detailed statistical pro le of the local neighbors who visit the Food Pantries, Soup Kitchens and Shelters in the area served by Northern
IIlinois Food Bank and its Agencies show that almost a third, 33% of the members of households, are children under 18 years old while about
